Abstract

Aims of the Study :

The study aims at :

1- Identifying the differences between female children deprived of
parental care and kept in a socio — educational house and those
who live a normal life , with regard to the following psycho —
social variables : -

“aggressive behavior,anxiety,self- concept, psychopathic deviation

locus of control , Intelligence , socia responsibility and social

maturity

2- Identifying the psychodynamic of both : the deprived and the non —
deprived child .

3- Preparing agroup psycho— religious counseling program to amend
the aggressive behavior of the deprived children .

Study Hypotheses

The researcher has made eight hypotheses Zfor the purpose of the
psychometric study , one hypothesis fopr the clinical study , and two
hypotheses for the experimental study .

{. Hypotheses of the psychometric Study :

I-There is a statistically significant difference in the mean of grades
between the deprived children , and those children livine a normal
life, with regaraﬂo the aggressive behaviour in favour Qfgthe Sformer
group .

2-T herep is a statistically significant difference in the mean of grades
between the deprived children and the non — deprived , with regard
to anxiety in favour of the former group .

3-There is a statistically significant difference in the mean of grades
between the deprived and non — deprived , with regard to self—
concept in favour of the latter group .

4-There is a statistically significant difference in the mean of grades
between the deprived and non — deprived , with regard to
psychopathic deviation in favour of the former group .

3-There is a statistically significant difference in the mean of grades
between the deprived and the non — deprived , with regard to locus
of control in favor of the latter group .
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6- There is a statistically significant difference in the mean of grades
between the deprived and non — deprived , with regard to
intelligence in favour of the latter group .

7- There is a statistically significant difference in the mean C?f grades
between the deprived and non - deprived, with regard to social
responsibility in favour of the latter group .

8- There is a statistically significant difference in the mean of grades
between the deprived and non — deprived, with regard to social
maturity in favour of the latter group .

Il . _Hypothesis of the Clinical Study :
-The psychodynamic of the child deprived of parental care is different
Jfrom that who lives a normal life .

IIl . Hypotheses of the Experimental Study

I-There is a significant statistical difference between the prior
application and the post one , with regard to the aggressive
behaviour of those who were subjected to the religious counseling
program .

2- There is a significant statistical difference between the post
application and follow - up with regard to the aggressive behavior
of those who were subjected to the religious counseling program .

Procedures of Field Work :
Field work is divided into two parts :

Part I. 1. Procedures of the Pilot Study

The researcher has conducted a pilot study on 60 children in some
government schools in Jeddah to prepare the measurements of the study
to verify its psychometric characteristics and to verify the psychometric
characteristics of measurements selected in advance .

Part Il. The Main Study
The field work co;;prises the following :

I- Sample : the sample of the main study comprises two groups :
Group 1 : a sample of 40 deprived children * Quasi — experimental * .
Group 2: a sample of 40 children living in a normal families " control

group “.

5- Locus of control measure Prepared by the researcher .

6- Intelligence measure Prepared by Fuad Abu Hatab et al .

7- Social responsibility measure Prepared by the researcher .

8- Finland Measure for Social maturity Prepared by Doll, translated
into Arabic by Mustafa Sweif et al .

3- Application of the Tools

The above mentioned measures were applied on two samples of
children . The first one consists of 40 deprived children (a quasi—
experimental group) and the second one is applied to an equal number



of children living in anormal families(control group)in some government
schools in Jeddah .

4- Methodology
The quasi— experimental methodology was used in the main study .

5- Statistical Analysis
The researcher used the statistic "' t — test "

6- Analysis and Discussion of results of the Main Study .

The hypotheses of the main study have been verified and the
results were analyzed within the theoretical framework of the study as
well as other related literature .

Il . Procedures of the clinical study
A. Sample : the sample consists of two children : deprived and non —
deprived .
B. Tools : The researcher used C.A.T.
C. Methodology : the researcher used the clinical one .

11 . Procedures of the experimental Study .

The experimental study is divided into two parts :

Part 1 : Experimental study of the group — psycho — religious counseling

program for the children with very aggressive behaviour .

I-Subjects : The experimental study was conducted on eight deprived
children with very aggressive behaviour .

2-Tools : in the experimental study of the group — psycho — religious —
counseling program , the researcher used the aggressive behaviour
measurement.

3- Methodology : in the experimental part of the study , it depended on
the experimental methodology . .

4- Experimental Design . The researcher used a single group
experimental design .

Procedures of the Experimental Design

I- Prior Measurement :

Aggressive behaviour measurement was conducted on eight deprived
children with very aggressive behaviour prior to applying the
counseling program on ﬂﬁam (control group )

2- Applying the procedures of the counseling program through lecturing
and group discussion on eight deprived children with very aggressive
behaviour .

3- Post Measurement :

The aggressive behaviour measurement was applied again on the
same group of children after applying the counseling program

(experimental group ) .

Statistical Analysis

The research used Wilcoxon matched — pairs signed ranks test .

Part II. : Follow — up measurement for the psycho- counseling program
of the children with very aggressive behaviour .

After one month of applying the counseling program , the researcher
reapplied the aggressive behaviour measurement on the same group of
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children who were subjected to the program . The researcher also used
wilcoxon matched — pairs test for the analysis of the follow— up results .

Discussion and Analysis

Analysis , discussion , and counseling frogram for the children
with very aggressive behaviour proved the effectiveness of this
counseling program . The results also verified the validity of the follow —
uff program . The results were discussed and analysed within the
theoretical frame work and related studies .
The researcher has come up with some recommendations and
suggestions for further research .
