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Abstract

Giftedness and its Relation to Emotional Intelligence
A Descriptive Correlative Comparative Study
Among a Sample of Female Students
At Jeddah's Education Colleges
In light of Academic Specialization

Objective:

e The study aims to identify the nature of relationship between
Giftedness and Emotional Intelligence Among a Sample of Female
Students at the Jeddah's Education Colleges; further, the nature of such
relationship with each academic specialization, e.g., Science, Literature

and Household Economics.

e To determine differences among female students as to each

academic specialization in Emotional Intelligence.

The study, however, consisted of a sample of female students
totaling 651 individual, 287 of which in Science and 260 in Household
Economics regulars during the university year 1426H-142H. The age of
such group samples ranges between 19 and 24 (average: 20.9 years) with

standardized deviation of 1.51 year.
In order to answer the study's questions, represented by:

e s there a relationship between Giftedness — as measured by the
study's tests- and the Emotional Intelligence with Female Students at the

Jeddah's Education Colleges?

e Are there are differences with gifted-female-students of various

academic specializations in Emotional Intelligence and its contents?



The researcher utilized (Torrance-Test for creative thinking using
picture B and Ravine's consecutive arrows for general intelligence

testing), Emotional Intelligence test of Othman & Rizq.

The following results were drown from the current study:'

e There is a significant statistical relationship at (0.01) among
female students as to giftedness and their marks as to (social

communication) of the Emotional Intelligence Test.

e There was not relationship among female students as to
giftedness up to the complete marks of Emotional Intelligence and
dimensions {emotional management, emotional arrangement) as the

correlation values were not significant.

e There is a negative relationship not statistically significant
among gifted female students and their marks as to (emotional knowledge)

of the Emotional Intelligence Test.

e There is not significant statistical relationship among female
students in Science Divisions as to Giftedness and total marks of
Emotional Intelligence and its dimensions, as the correlative values were
not significant except for {emotional arrangement) where the significant

statistical relationship at (0.05).

o There is not significant statistical relationship among female
students in Literature Divisions as to Giftedness and total marks of
Emotional Intelligence and its dimensions, as the correlative values were
not significant except for (empathy) where the significant statistical

relationship at (0.05).

e There is not significant statistical relationship among female
students in Household Economics Divisions as to Giftedness and total

marks of Emotional Intelligence and its dimensions, as the correlative



values were not significant except for (empathy and social
communication) where the significant statistical relationship at (0.05) and

between Giftedness and (social communication) dimension at (0.01).

e There were not significant statistical differences among gifted
female students as to total marks for Emotional Intelligence or its sub-
dimensions (Emotional Management, Empathy, Emotional Arrangements,
Emotional Knowledge, Social Communication) according to academic
specialization (Science, Literature, Household Economics) as all of the (F)

values were not statistically significant.

o There were not a trace of reaction between Giftedness and
Academic Specialization as to Emotional Intelligence and its dimensions

with Gifted-female-students at Jeddah's Education Colleges.
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
