There is a negative correlation with a statistic
function at the level 0.01 between family relations
dimensions and adaptive behaviors (behavioral
deviations) of Educable Mental Retarded Children, also
there is a negative correlation with a statistic function at
the level 0.01 between personal development dimension
and adaptive behavior (behavioral deviations) of
Educable Mental Retarded Children, and there is a
negative correlation with a statistic function at the level
0.01 between those dimensions of organizing, discipline
and adaptive behavior (behavioral deviations) of
Educable Mental Retarded Children .
